The music of pianist rejuvenation GF Mlely after nearly twenty years of absence is
at least moving to see people reasons of force majeure kept away from art, to
return to it after many years full of energy. In 1983 GF Mlely, a young and

promising pianist, then, was in Europe for a series of performances when notified to
turn rushed back to America for compassionate reasons.

The raising of his son in connection with an accident which broke his wrist one hand,
kept him away from the music scene for nearly two decades. In spite of the doctors
said that his wrist would not allow him to play again professionally managed to get
back into action. So the last five years, the Californian musician who for years has
naturalized resident of Honolulu, has released three albums, all from the
independent Jazzcraft. The Re-Entry, recorded in 1999, moreover, as stated in the
title , is the album that re-enters the music industry. A solo piano album shared
between Mlely pieces and songs from the classic jazz repertoire from composers
who usually choose to interpret the pianists.

The Mlely has fingers in a glowing, lyrical and brilliant sound and years of absence
seems to affect anything but the expressiveness and virtuosity.

In a similar climate, including standard and personal compositions range and 88
Keys and Counting, the second in a row solo album Mlely, another concert that will
delight fans of piano.

With the latest release of A Little Night Waltz pianist, accompanied by bassist Bill
Marcus and drummer Gene Stone, gives us a different view of his talent, more
dynamic and closer to the feeling of swing. With the exception of one more solo
piano piece, the recording was made in 1991 with half the songs written in the
characteristic rate of 3 / 4 of the waltz, and when three musicians with hilarious
when a sophisticated mood, the more they expand the boundaries of maiinstrim.
Even with a delay of two decades worth to discover a talent that is now blossoming
again.
